
Frequently asked questions

Q. How do I apply for a grant? 
To apply for a WPH Community Grant you need to complete an
application form. To get a form and for help in completing it,
contact 0151 606 3000 or visit
www.wphomes.org.uk/downloads.html.

Q. Who can apply?
• The scheme, project or proposal should be managed by a
named individual or a committee that represents the people likely
to benefit from the funding.

• The group applying for the grant should have a separate
named bank account.

• Groups applying for grants should be able to provide minutes
of their annual general meeting.

• Groups should be able to show commitment to our plans for
community cohesion (helping people of all kinds to get on well
together), equality and diversity, and regeneration (bringing new
life to an area). To see a copy of the documents, contact 0151

Our Community Grant Fund can give one-off grants
from £100 to £10,000 to local groups that need
financial support to help them make their
communities more sustainable. 

By ‘sustainable’ we mean that people get on well with
each other, work well together, support each other
and act as good neighbours.

Schemes we can consider include local sports teams,
community gardening, support to local community
businesses and providing equipment or other
resources to support lifelong learning. 

To receive a grant the scheme must state clearly how
it will contribute to making the community more
sustainable. We will give priority to schemes and
projects in areas where we act as landlord or provide
other services.

What are community grants?

Q. Who will assess the application?
We put applications into one of three categories:

• Grants up to £1,000 will be awarded at the discretion of our
Community Development Co-ordinator.  

• Grants of between £1,001 and £5,000 will be awarded at the
discretion of our Executive Management Team.

• Grants between £5,001 and £10,000 must be approved by the
Board of Wirral Partnership Homes. 

Q. When will I know if my application 
has been successful?
4 We will acknowledge your application within five working days

of receiving it. 

4 For grant requests up to £5,000, we will respond within one
month. 

4 For grants of more than £5,000, the application must be
considered by our Board, which meets every month.
